How to show pictures and items effectively:
Panning – slowly move from side to side so both sides of audience can see.




Angle Down – If you are higher than your audience, angle your item so your audience can see it.

Prepare – pick your item so it has a purpose and you know what to say about it.  

Organize your items before you start so you know what to show when.

Pass Around – only do this AFTER the final step or your audience will be distracted while you talk.
